E-Learning courses are another way that the LDSB is providing educational options
to help meet the varied needs of our students. Delivered through our Minds Online
Virtual Learning Environment, e-Learning courses provide students with access to a
wider selection of course offerings and increased learning flexibility.

In addition to LDSB hosted courses, the Limestone District School Board is a
member of the Ontario e-Learning Consortium (OeLC), providing our students with
access to a wide variety of e-Learning courses offered through secondary schools
from across Ontario.

The Ministry of Education has issued a new online learning graduation requirement,

effective February 1, 2022 which requires students to complete two online courses
prior to Graduation. Students in Grade 10 during the 2021-2022 school year are the
first group of students required to complete the new e- learning graduation
requirement. LDSB students will complete their e-learning course requirement in
their grade 11 and/or 12 year unless students select to complete the requirement
during summer session.

Students will use myBlueprint to select the LDSB online courses (VLDSBO) they are
interested in from the selection below. If you are interested in additional
opportunities through the Ontario elearning Consortium (OeLC) please indicate this
by selecting OeLC Consortium placeholder (VELRNC) and your guidance counsellor
will connect with you about available options when course offerings are available
for the 2026-2027 school year.
